SIME)

Creation of working group for future funding of | Background:

Sea and Society The vice chancellor decided in Dec 2020 to
extend the funding of Sea and Society to
the end of 2021. No decision of a more
long term commitment for funding of Sea
and Society has been taken.

The director, Lena Gipperth foresees
increased possibilities for funding of Sea
and Society by the vice chancellor if
faculties are expressing interest of the
center and to some degree also co-fund
the center after 2021.

The Faculty of Science, The Department of
Marine Sciences and the School for
Business, Economics and Law have
expressed a willingness to support the
center.

Discussion:

Committee members from faculties that
have not yet expressed interest in co-
financing refer to a general lack of funding
for these types of centers and inititives.

The committee members from The Faculty
of Humanities and The Faculty of Social
Sciences suggest an approach where the
faculties provides staff for tasks such as
writing applications on behalf of the
center.

In the research bill from fall 2020, the
Swedish Government propose that all
Swedish Universities identify specific
profiles and focus areas based on
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competence and expertise. Universities
will have the possibility to have extra
funding for such profile. The commitee
members agree that an application from
UGOT to have a marine profile would be
both timely and relevant.

Decision:

No working group was appointed but the
Director was asked to work further with
the funding of Sea and Society.
