Ocean Law Group vid Juridiska institutionen pa Handelshogskolan ar en grupp forskare
inom sjoratt, transportritt, miljoratt och marin styrningsratt. Gruppen ar involverad i
undervisning pa kurser pa tre terminer av juridikprogrammet, samt kurser pa andra icke-
juridiska kurser vid universitetet.

Manga av de projekt som forskare fran Ocean Law-gruppen ar involverade i ar
tvarvetenskapliga och involverar samarbete med kollegor vid Handelshogskolan,
Centrum for hav och samhille vid G6teborgs universitet och Chalmers tekniska
hogskola. Goteborgs universitet har ett omfattande samarbete kring marina och maritima
fragor, bade regionalt, nationellt och internationellt. Medlemmar i Ocean Law Group ar
aktiva i flera av dessa natverk, sisom Havsmiljoinstitutet, The Maritime Cluster of West
Sweden och Kristineberg Center for Marine Research and Innovation.

Nordic Maritime Law Gathering

Torsten Petterssos donation for professur i sjoratt och annan transportratt
Medlen fran donationen har anvants fér verksamhet som bedrivits av OCEAN Law
Group vid juridiska institutionen.

Under 2022 gav Oceanrattsgruppen ut sitt forsta nyhetsbrev. Avsikten ar att gruppen
genom nyhetsbrevet skall sprida information om vad gruppen gor till aktérer inom sjo-
och transportratt och till de akademiska kontakter som gruppen har, i Norden och resten
av varlden.

Utbildningsverksamheten har aterhamtat sig efter pandemin. Gladjande har kursen
General Shippning som boérjade i november 2022 lockat ett rekordstort antal studenter.
Det ger mogjligheter att 6ka antalet examensarbetsprojekt inom faltet.

Nytt for gruppens utbildningsverksamhet har under 2022 annars varit arrangemanget
Nordic Maritime Law Gathering. Arrangemanget ar tankt att aterkomma aven 2023.
Finansiering for 2023 har erhallits fran Stiftelsen Dispaschoéren Kaj Pineus
Forskningsfond.

Som namndes i rekvisitionen for 2022 ingick i planerna foér 2022 att rekrytera en
doktorand som i likhet med tidigare doktorand skall delfinansieras genom donationen.
(Senaste doktoranden var Jhonnie Kern, som blev doktor 2021.) I likhet med tidigare finns
det anledning att rdkna ocksa med medel fran en annan donator f6r den andra delen av
kostnaderna. I augusti 2022 antogs David Jersenius som doktorand och projektet handlar
om hur avtal kan anvandas for att reglera parter utanfor avtalet, framfor allt i féorhallande
till fenomenet ankarliggande fartyg.

Under 2022 har professorn i civilratt Claes Martinson utgjort huvudsaklig innehavare av
Torsten Petterssons professur i Sjo6- och annan transportratt, och hans forskning har
finansierats med donationen. Claes Martinson har fortsatt bedriva forskning savil i det
tvarvetenskapliga projektet kring ankarliggande fartyg som ovan nimnda doktorand nu
deltar i, men ocksa i de tvarvetenskapliga projekten The Poseidon Principles Regulatory
Model och The Atmosphere as Property. Poseidonprojektet har Martinson erhallit
finansiering for 15 % under tva ar fran Styrkeomrade transport, och fér atmosfarprojektet
har Martinson hallit en presentation pa konferensen Fit for 55, i Helsingfors i augusti.
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Martinson har ocksa presenterat forskning pa Nordiska férmoégenhetsrattsdagarna i Bergen,
pa XVIe Congres international de I’Association internationale de méthodologie juridique i
Bordeaux, och pa Symposium vid Oxford, om Private law efficiency — Individual justice,
general interests of welfare and the rule of law, i september 2022.

Visiting professor Ellen Eftestol, anstalldes i september 2022 for att befésta inriktningen mot
den nordiska sjoratten och stirka kontakterna. Hennes deltidstjanst finansieras med medel
fran Torsten Pettersson-donationen.

Under 2022 har doktorerna Niels Krabbe och Aron Westholm, bedrivit var sitt
forskningsprojekt i Sj6- och transportritt. Bada projekten delfinansieras av donationen.
Eftersom bada fatt andra tillfalliga uppdrag, har dessa projekt pausats till 2023.

Docenten Abhinayan Basu Bal har under 2022 liksom tidigare varit verksam inom savél
forskning som utbildning avseende sj6- och transportritt. Han har haft kursansvar fér de
bada kurserna i sj6- och transportritt av det ettariga kursutbud som Oceanrattsgruppen ger
pa juristprogrammets avancerade niva.

Forskartjanstinnehavare Trisha Rajput har under 2022 bedrivit forskning inom transportratt
och supply chain. Hennes forskning har finansierats av savil donationen som genom medel
fran en stiftelse for logistik (LTS, nedlagd under aret).

Utover de nimnda delverksamheterna bér naimnas att den finansiering som donationen
innebar for Oceangruppens verksamhet ocksa innebar mojligheter till finansiering fran
andra hall. Den 1 juli anstilldes jur dr Jhonnie Kern tillsvidare som lektor, med en
tjanstebeskrivning som sarskilt pekar ut sjo- och transportriatten. Han har darefter erhallit
medel fran Styrkeomrade transport for forskning i ett projekt om bargning. Projektet skall
formellt paborjas 1 januari 2028. Tidigare professorn Lars-Géran Malmberg gick i pension den
31 mars 2021, men har dven under 2022 bidragit med forskning. Under hostterminen 2022
g6r Malmberg, under 6verinseende av Martinson, en forstudie i projektet Electric Vehicles in
Maritime Transports — a RoRo/RoPax Dilemma? For denna forstudie har Lighthouse
(Swedish Maritime Competence Centre) beviljat medel. Den position som donationen
innebar ger ocksa majligheter att uppratthalla viktiga kontakter med forskare fran andra
universitet. Professor Erik Roseeg utnamndes i maj till hedersdoktor vid fakulteten, och har
under 2022 deltagit i saval gruppens seminarieverksamhet som i gruppens
utbildningsinsatser.

Slutligen kan nidmnas att Oceangruppens foretradare under 2022 deltagit i det arbete som
inletts for samordning av forskning kring havsanknutna teman, for att moéta det initiativ som
de stora forskningsfinansidrerna tagit f6r profilering av universiteten.

Anvandningen av medel fran stiftelsen avseende verksamheten under 2023

Planerna for verksamheten 2023 ar att fortsitta i linje med beskrivningen ovan. I detta ingar
ocksa att i projektet om regleringsmodellen Poseidon Principles pa deltid anstilla professorn
i strategi, Lars Huemer, fran BI i Oslo. Eventuellt kan medel ocksa beh6va anvandas fér en
fartygssimuleringsévning.

The Ocean Law Group is one of the Law Department’s society-driven complete academic
environment groups, which means that it is organised around a desire to tackle certain
societal challenges rather than being based on the logic of traditional legal subject areas.
In this case, the challenges are those associated with making human use and interaction
with the oceans ecologically, financially and socially sustainable. This entails working
with the role of law and wider governance perspectives on activities such as maritime

transport, resource extraction, energy generation, and nature preservation.

Many of the projects that researchers from the Ocean Law Group are involved in are
interdisciplinary and involve collaboration with colleagues at the School of Business,
Economics and Law, the Center for Sea and Society at the University of Gothenburg and
Chalmers University of Technology. The University of Gothenburg has an extensive
collaboration on marine and maritime issues, both regionally, nationally and
internationally. Members of the Ocean Law Group are active in several of these
networks, such as the Swedish Institute for the Marine Environment, the Maritime
Cluster of West Sweden and the Kristineberg Center for Marine Research and
Innovation.

Nordic Maritime Law Gathering

At the end of March, the Ocean Law Group welcomed master students from Helsinki,
Oslo and Gothenburg to a special training event. It was the first Nordic maritime law
gathering and the ambition was to let the students from the three faculties meet and
exchange experiences. To also gain new common experiences, the students and teachers
attended lectures from Stena staff and the Swedish Club.

During the meeting in Gothenburg, the students also had the opportunity to discuss and
listen to presentations of some of their respective degree projects, as well as two PhD
projects. The participating teachers advised on methodology, how to deal with common
law and what we expect from a master thesis at a Nordic university.

OCEAN Law Group seminar series

Since 2018, the OceanLaw Group has been organizing seminar series where practitioners
and researchers with extensive experience in ocean-related issues share their expertise
with researchers and students. The aim is to understand the challenges faced by the
ocean and to find viable paths towards a resilient and sustainable use of the maritime
environment.and the goal is for the Ocean Law Group to become a platform that builds a
Nordic and international network of professionals and students interested in the ocean.

In 2022, the Ocean Law Group published its first newsletter. The intention is that the
group will use the newsletter to spread information about what the group does to actors
in maritime and transport law and to the academic contacts that the group has, in the
Nordic region and the rest of the world.

Educational activities have recovered after the pandemic. The General Shipping course,
that started in November 2022, has attracted a record number of students. This provides
opportunities to increase the number of thesis projects in the field. Another new feature
of the group's educational activities in 2022 was the Nordic Maritime Law Gathering
event. The event is intended to return in 2023. Funding for 2023 has been obtained from
the Kaj Pineus Forskningsfond.

As mentioned in the requisition for 2022, the plans for the year included the recruitment
of a doctoral student who, like previous doctoral students, will be partly financed by the
donation. (The last doctoral student was Jhonnie Kern, who became a doctor in 2021.) As
before, there is reason to expect funds from another donor for the second part of the
costs. In August 2022, David Jersenius was admitted as a doctoral student. Davids project
deals with how contracts can be used to regulate non-contractual parties, particularly in
relation to the phenomenon of anchored ships.

During 2022, Professor of Civil Law Claes Martinson was the main holder of Torsten
Pettersson's professorship in Maritime and other transport law, and his research has been
funded by donation. Martinson has continued to conduct research both in the
interdisciplinary project on anchored ships in which the above-mentioned doctoral
student is now participating, but also in the interdisciplinary projects The Poseidon
Principles Regulatory Model and The Atmosphere as Property. For the Poseidon project,
Martinson has received 15% funding for two years from the Transport Area of Advance,
and for the Atmosphere project, Martinson gave a presentation at the Fit for 55
conference in Helsinki in August.
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Martinson has also presented research at the Nordic Property Law Days in Bergen, at the
XVle Congreés international de L'Association internationale de méthodologie juridique in
Bordeaux, and at the Symposium at Oxford, on Private law efficiency - Individual justice,
general interests of welfare and the rule of law, in September 2022.

Visiting Professor Ellen Eftestol was hired in September 2022 to consolidate the focus on
Nordic maritime law and strengthen contacts. Her part-time position is financed with funds
from the Torsten Pettersson donation.

In 2022, PhDs Niels Krabbe and Aron Westholm have each conducted a research project in
Maritime and Transport Law. Both projects are co-financed by the donation. Since both
have received other temporary assignments, these projects have been paused until 2023.

During 2022, Associate Professor Abhinayan Basu Bal has, as before, been active in both
research and education in maritime and transport law. He has had course responsibility for
the two courses in maritime and transport law of the one-year course offered by the Ocean
Law Group at the advanced level of the law programme.

Research position holder Trisha Rajput has during 2022 conducted research in transport law
and supply chain. Her research has been financed by donations as well as by funds from a
foundation for logistics (LTS, discontinued during the year).

In addition to the sub-activities mentioned above, it should be noted that the funding
provided by the donation for the activities of the Ocean Group also provides opportunities
for funding from other sources. On 1 July, Dr Jhonnie Kern was hired as a lecturer for an
indefinite period, with a job description that specifically identifies maritime and transport
law. He has since received funding from the Transport Division for research into a project
on salvage. The project will formally begin on 1 January 2023. Former professor Lars-Géran
Malmberg retired on 31 March 2021 but has also contributed to research in 2022. During the
autumn semester of 2022, Malmberg, under the supervision of Martinson, is doing a
feasibility study on the project Electric Vehicles in Maritime Transports - a RoRo/RoPax
Dilemma? Lighthouse (Swedish Maritime Competence Centre) has granted funds for this
feasibility study. The position of the donation also provides opportunities to maintain
important contacts with researchers from other universities. Professor Erik Raseg was
awarded an honorary doctorate at the faculty in May, and in 2022 he participated in both the
group's seminar activities and the group's educational efforts.

Finally, in 2022, representatives of the Ocean Group participated in the work initiated to
coordinate research on ocean-related themes, in response to the initiative taken by the major
research funding organisations to raise the profile of universities.

The use of funds from the Foundation for activities in 2023

The plans for the activities in 2028 are to continue in line with the description above. This
also includes employing the professor of strategy, Lars Huemer, from BI in Oslo, on a part-
time basis in the Poseidon Principles regulatory model project. Funds may also need to be
used for a ship simulation exercise.

The Ocean Law Group's activity report, with a full list of publications, conferences and
training activities, will be finalised in January 2023.
